Job Description:

Seeking a Physician Assistant to the U.S. Army Medical Treatment Facility (MTF) at Womack Army Medical Center, Fort Bragg, NC and outlying MTFs.   The provider shall provide services to eligible beneficiaries of the military health care system who present themselves to the Medical Treatment Facility [MTF] for treatment. The quality of care provided by the contractor shall be of a quality meeting or exceeding currently recognized national standards as established by the Joint Commission  (JC), American Hospital Association (AHA), American Medical Association (AMA), Department of Defense, and Army Medical Department, and established principles and ethics of the medical profession.  The contract employee shall provide services in conjunction with other non-contract providers to include medical officers, nurse practitioners, and para-professional clinical personnel.  Contract employees shall give the highest regard to patient dignity and observe the precepts of the American Hospital Association’s Bill of Rights for Patients.  The contract employee shall abide by MTF rules, regulations and by laws, including Medical Staff By laws, as well as applicable Army regulations governing such things as medical records.  
Physician Assistant performing services under this contract shall have sufficient training and experience to be able to adequately perform credentialed medical procedures to include, but not limited to the following:

2.1.2 Store, secure, and dispense or dispose drugs in accordance with JC standards and state requirements.

2.1.3 Maintain all records as required.

2.1.4 Using the CHCS for keeping records, ordering of ancillary procedures, ordering of medications, entering orders, and performing other required patient record functions.

2.1.5 Universal Precautions:  Adhering to the Centers for Disease Control Guidelines concerning universal precautions and the military treatment facility Infection Control Program at all times, while providing services under this contract.

2.1.6 Indicating responsibility for the contents and correctness of all prepared reports/forms by affixing his/her own signature to the documents and validating their contents.

2.1.7 Attending professional staff conferences/meetings and other appropriate professional activities as requested by the COR.  Meetings will be held during scheduled work hours.

Professional Qualifications:
Contract employee shall have the following qualifications:

2.2.1  All personal service contract health care providers must maintain a current, active, valid and unrestricted license or authorizing document from any U.S. State, District of Columbia; or U.S. Territory or jurisdiction to provide health care within the scope of practice for a specific health care discipline.  Contract health care providers who write prescriptions for controlled substances must have a current Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) certificate or Controlled Drug Substance number as appropriated.  The Contractor shall ensure that renewal actions are accomplished well before expiration of the provider's license and or / DEA certification to ensure compliance with the contract.  DEA certificates are not necessary at overseas locations.  All contractor personnel shall meet the education, licensing and experience requirements as described in this PWS.
2.2.2. Shall be able to read, write, and speak English well enough to effectively communicate with patients, other HCPs and employees of the MTF. 
2.2.3 Be a graduate of an educational credentialed by the Committee of Allied Health Education and Accreditation on behalf of the American Medical Association.  Be a graduate Physician Assistant qualified by academic and practical education to provide patient services as a physician extender under supervision of a physician in accordance to the AR 40.68.
2.2.4 Shall be licensed with current valid, full and unrestricted license in one of the 50 states in the United States, and the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam or the U.S. Virgin Islands.
2.2.5 All contractor HCPs shall be have, and maintain, current certification in Basics Cardiac Life Support (BCLS) and Advanced Cardiac Life Support (ACLS) as certified by the American Heart Association.  Documentation of such training shall be provided to the Credentialing Department.  The front and back of the BCLS and ACLS shall be provided to the Credentialing Department.  The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining and maintaining re-certification.
2.2.6. Have a minimum one (1) year of clinical experience in Family Medicine/
2.2.7. Contract HCPs determined by the MTF to be involved in the delivery of healthcare to children under the age of 18 on a frequent and regular basis must meet the requirements of the Crime Prevention Act of 1990.
2.2.8. Must be a U.S. Citizen.
2.2.9. Perform all other duties as assigned.
